Friday 2 May - Monday 5 May         Craighouse, Isle of Jura                      OS 61 GR  526670   
The three Paps have outstanding seaward views ranging from the Isle of Man to the Cullin of Skye. The traverse of the three Paps is a long expedition, but a classic. They can, of course be done individually.

This is a camping meet with limited camping available in the shore field of the Jura Hotel in Craighouse ( across the road from the Jura Distillery).Showers, toilets and laundry facilities are available at the hotel.

Alternatively discreet wild camping is available , away from houses on the island.

Further info re camping at the hotel from Steve or Fiona Walton , Jura Hotel 01496 820243.

Access to the Isle of Jura is by Calmac ferry from Kennacraig ( near Tarbet, Loch Fyne ) to Port Askaig on the neighbouring island of Islay. From Port Askaig there is a 5 minute crossing to Feolin on the Isle of Jura.

The most sensible outward Calmac ferry on the Friday would be the 13.00hrs from Kennacraig  which arrives at Port Askaig at 15.05hrs.The connecting ferry to Jura departs at 15.15 hrs.

There is a later ferry departing Kennacraig at 18.00 arriving at Port Askaig at 20.05. However there is no connecting ferry to Jura scheduled until 21.30hrs and this latter only sails on Friday if 12 hours notice is given ( ASP Ship management 01496 840681)

There is a bus connection for foot passengers from the Feolin ferry terminal on Jura to Craighouse ( for further info. or to book - contact Alex Dunnachie on 01496- 820314 or 

01496- 820221 )

The Calmac ferry return fare for a passenger is £14.40p with an additional charge each way for a bicycle, of  £ 2.30p ( ie cost of return fare for a push bike is £4.60p )

The Port Askaig/Feolin ferry return fare for a passenger is £2.50p. There is no published charge for push bikes.

Bus fares for the journey to/from Craighouse to the Feolin ferry are not published             ( details from Alex Dunnachie at nos. above, if required)

For those cycling, the distance from Feolin ferry terminal to Craighouse is approximately 12 kilometres.

Taking a car would prove quite expensive. The Calmac ferry return fare for a car would be £77.00p plus the return fare for the driver and each passenger. The return Port Askaig /Feolin ferry fare for a car would be  £14.00pplus the return fare for the driver and each passenger.

Glenmorons on foot might wish to explore the cost of private hire of the Jurabus minibus from  Alex Dunnachie( numbers listed above) to enable transport to/from campsite to hill access points.

A sensible Calmac ferry for the return journey to the mainland would be the 15.30hrs from Port Askaig  arriving at Kennacraig at 17.35hrs. There is a connecting Feolin Jura- Port Askaig ferry which departs Feolin at 15.20 hrs , arriving Port Askaig at 15.30hrs.

Ferry tickets for Calmac have to be purchased before boarding ( booking office Kennacraig 01880- 730253 ) Advance booking is probably essential for the Calmac ferry, particularly if it is intended to take a car .

Latest check in is 30 mins. before boarding. 

Cars being left on the mainland, can be parked at the Kennacraig ferry terminal.

-   The full story of the extensive renovation of Corrour Bothy in the Lairig Ghru, now complete with toilet, after 2 years of work for 46 different people.

_   Three separate pieces about recent renovations at Luibchonnal bothy in the upper reaches of Glen Roy (an excellent location and bothy - H.T.)

This included, as normal, reports by various Office Bearers, including Access Officer, Directors, Accountants and Treasurer.   It also included a Review for the year which detailed projects and fieldwork carried out and still pending, mostly by about 200 volunteers.   A list of all Corporate Members of ScotWays was also included

There were articles on "Access for Disabled", "Dog Walking", and Reports on ScotWays  Official Walks.

One of ScotWays' projects  was work on Heritage Paths Project, funded by SNH and Heritage Lottery Fund, which involves identifying, researching, surveying and compiling notes on long-existing paths such as the so-called "Herring Road" from Dunbar to Lauder, 24 miles of track walked regularly by fishwives selling their wares up until early 20th century.


This Annual Report came with a leaflet giving details of many books, maps and guides available 
from ScotWays' Bookshop, all related to walking all over Scotland.
